From 2021, the UCI is excited to announce the introduc/on of a new category to the UCI BMX 
Supercross series, the Under 23 category, offered for both Men and Women.  

The UCI, in consulta/on with the BMX Commission has introduced the Under 23 category on a trial 
basis for 2021 with a view to fully integrate the categories from 2022 to the series. 

The new category provides an opportunity for riders to join the series and enjoy an introduc/on to the 
UCI BMX Supercross World Cup series, without immediately racing against the Elite riders of the sport. 
The racing format for the category will be the same as the Elite categories, with riders star/ng with the 
First Round, Last Chance qualifier, then moving into the qualifiers and the final. 

By offering the category, there will be more opportunity for the riders to reach the final, more 
opportuni/es for podium posi/ons and more opportuni/es to win prize money. 

For the 2021 series, riders can elect to enter either the Elite or Under 23 category, it is not mandatory 
to enter the Under 23 category and riders may choose to register for either category at each leg of the 
series. There is no requirement to remain in the Under 23 or the Elite category for the whole season. 

World Cup standings will be calculated for the Under 23 category, however no UCI Ranking points will 
be available for the 2021 series.

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Restric.ons, Rules, Requirements  

Corona virus pandemic has affected everyone and a lot of changes are required in order to follow the 
safety protocols needed to hold a race. 
We are aware that these new measures might somehow seem annoying but for the safety of everyone 
and to be able to host this event we need everyone to follow the rules. We highly recommend to 
reduce the risks of infec/on to the minimum. Depending on the specific situa/ons, eventual posi/ve 
tests might place the race at risk of being cancelled. We thank you in advance for following these 
protocols. We highly recommend to read the en/re COVID-19 RACE PROTOCOL. 

Basic safety measures 
Basic safety measures are required such as masks kept on mouth and nose all the /me, keeping the 
safety distance of at least 1m all the /me, temperature check entering the track everyday, bringing the 
self declara/on at the first day of prac/ce. 

Stand - sea.ng area 
Sea/ng on the stands is permi]ed maintaining a distance of 2 free seats between each person. 

Travel 
Sport events are possible in our country with specific requirements needed to travel to Italy.  
Traveling for sport events is one of the cases that allow athletes and all the staff members to avoid any 
kind of quaran/ne.  

Actual Covid restric/ons doesn’t allow us to have any spectators on the stands, however, we hope 
things can change by the approaching of the race. 

The track will be divided in three zones (see the following map): 
• Green zone – the track – only riders can stay without protec/on mask. 
• Yellow zone – Team Area – riders, all Team Managers and Assistants with mask all the /me. Only 

riders can stay without mask only during warm ups. In this area Team managers are responsible to 
make sure the athletes keep the safety distances (1,5m). 

• White zone – normally spectators zone – Wearing the mask is mandatory all the /me. To sit on the 
stands is mandatory to keep two seat empty in between each spectator.

Bubbles  
Each country will have a specific bubble in the team area separated by the other with safety distances, 
it’s the staff duty to keep the bubble safe.

There will be a tes/ng centre at the entrance, on Friday 7th May, Saturday 8th May and 
Sunday 9th May with An/genic tests provided at minimum cost of 25 Euros without 
cer/ficate and 30 Euros with cer/ficate. Results will be given in 10/15 minutes. 

Any other An/genic test needed could be done in almost any Pharmacy.
